| can't go back to my friends in Kentwood. | can't step back&hellip;' That's tough for an
adult, nevermind a kid&hellip; When a parent becomes an employee of a child, they worry
about getting fired, so they stop being parents in order not to get laid off." Wright says.

However, besides Britney's state of mind, she should also focus on her two small children,
the former manager tells OK! It's these months when they're still little that always seem to
go by faster than anything else, while also being filled with most pleasant surprises and
experiences. This is time that Britney will never get back, Wright believes, and especially
not if she goes on tour, which she will undoubtedly end up
regretting.&nbsp;&nbsp;&nbsp;&nbsp;&nbsp;
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
