buy that day one," Neil Thompson, senior regional director for Xbox in Northern and Eastern Europe, said.
The two execs said that after finding out the price scheme for Playstation 3, Microsoft Europe is very pleased
with their own prices for the console that has been launched on several continents."We're confident that we
are at the right price at the right time and will remain so, and nothing I've heard in the last two days does
anything other than frankly reinforce that view," Thompson added.
